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Yes, you do have a dog of breeding quality. However, if you are not active in showing or working
your dog, think very carefully about your reason for breeding. Breeding should be done to
IMPROVE THE BREED, not “so the kids can see puppies being born,” or ‘because you want
puppies from her,” and NEVER TO MAKE MONEY SELLING PUPPIES.
Don’t breed out of greed!
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
